All in the room were
overwhelmed at the generosity of our students and community.

Before I knew it, it was lunch! Students were so kind to me and many invited me to eat with them. I had
to study for my 5% period test (I don’t advocate cramming, but Johnny and I did not have a chance for me
to get his information from the day before, so I had no choice!). I aced the vocab test and went on to
complete most of the assignment we did in class that day with the help of other students who shared their
notes with me.

My day ended in science where my partners and I worked to complete a series of experiments they had
been running relating to mass, distance and gravity. [ had been in science several times this week, so |
think I was somewhat helpful to my group! Then, suddenly, my day was over. It seemed to shoot past.

Our students have so many diverse and interesting experiences throughout their day, I can see why they
leave each day energized and excited to come back for more! Thank you to Johnny for filling in for me
and allowing me to experience the school as our students do. Thank you also to all the teachers and
students who went out of their way to help the “new kid” to have such a great day!
