
 
  

Principalõs Update:  
 
 I want to let parents know that we have had incidents where there were students using alcohol on 

our campus in the past few weeks. Fortunately, students used our ñText a Tipò line (500-0B1Z) to 

text anonymously their concerns that others had alcohol on our campus. This tip led to us 

contacting our school resource officer, and allowed us to intervene with the students involved and 

their parents. Students do receive disciplinary consequences for breaking school rules. There is 

often a misperception that ñnothing happenedò to students who have broken school rules. This 

misperception exists because we do not share student discipline openly as it is confidential 

information. When we have had these incidents on our campus, I have to keep in mind our primary 

concern is for the safety of students while maintaining the confidentiality of students who are 

disciplined. This can cause a disconnect in communication. Please be assured we are doing all we 

can to ensure our campus remains a safe and healthy environment for students. 

 

We work very hard to keep our school safe and drug-free. Our students have been outstanding 

about letting us know if they are concerned about drugs on campus and have allowed us to take 

disciplinary action as well as provide counseling and other resources for students who have violated 

school rules. 

 

Please take this newsletter as an opportunity to discuss with your students what to do when they are 

approached by anyone offering drugs or alcohol. Practice what you would like them to say and go 

over multiple ways they can extract themselves from situations they may find themselves in that 

could lead to them or someone else making a dangerous decision. Remind your student they are 

much more likely to be offered drugs or alcohol by someone they know- often a friend- than by a 

stranger. 

 

Also concerning to me is a statement a parent made suggesting that several parents had concerns 

about the students involved with this incident, but few took the time to speak with me or Scott 

about these concerns. As I mentioned earlier, we were aware of these students and had been 

investigating on our own, but I want to remind parents we do our jobs best when we have good 

information. I spoke with our incoming 6th graders and told them I would like them to come to me 

when problems are smalléwhen they donôt tell someone their concerns, those concerns have a 

chance to grow and get out of control. I explained if they were to come to an adult and get help in 

working through the problem, the problem stays small and is easily resolved.  

 

I ask the same of parents. If you are hearing something concerning about a student, please call, send 

an email, or come in and talk to me or Scott. We may already know about it or it may be new 

information. Either way, we will never fault you for helping to make our campus and students safe. 

If you ever have a concern as to something you are hearing from your student and wonder if it is 

true, contact us and we will tell you what we can to help put your mind at ease. Weôre all in this 

together and we all work better when we have accurate information.

Thanks to Mr. Ouôs knowledge and fast thinking, the student was saved.  

You never know when you will need to help someone who is choking, so everyone should 

learn how to perform these moves.
