
 
  

Principalõs Update:  
Students are now fully integrated into the middle school experience and, as we move into the latter part 

of the first quarter, we are beginning to see who they are. This means studentôs personalities are 

beginning to shine through and we are developing them as middle school students. With this settling in 

to the new school, we see them adjusting to new roles, trying on different personalities, and changing 

friends. As the rigors of middle school increase both academically and socially, sometimes students 

begin to show the stress through negative behaviors. 
 

When students have behaviors that disrupt other students or cause interpersonal problems, our goal is 

to correct student behavior and to restore relationships that were disrupted. That student who was 

throwing food in the lunch line may find themselves cleaning up the activity quad during their 

lunchbreak. This isnôt to humiliate the student, it is to acknowledge the mess they made then to make 

active reparations by cleaning up more than just the mess they made. Others can see them as helping 

and benefitting our school environment rather than as a problem. 
 

When students have disruptive behaviors in classrooms, they may be sent to the office. Most times, the 

student will be returned to the classroom as quickly as possible so as not to miss instructional time. In 

the office, the administrator and the student will come up with a plan of positive behavior and will 

usually practice this plan prior to the student returning to class. There may be additional class time or 

work done in the office on the studentôs own time to correct for the time missed in the classroom. 
 

When students have interpersonal problems, we often work to bring them together. Because their 

personalities and friendships change frequently at this age, we find there is often animosity due to 

misperceptions or misunderstanding. Most times, our counselors are able to help students to 

understand one another and work through their issues to restore the relationship. 
 

We still have consequences for students who egregiously break the rules or who are harmful to others. 

For the safety of all students, we do occasionally remove a student from school temporarily. Our main 

goal is to help students to learn and exercise appropriate behaviors at school.  
 

Next week Iôll be talking more about the changes middle school students go through and how our 

counselors help students manage these changes here at school.
